· Scholarships are awarded either as FULL or HALF at the Penrith Conservatorium of Music in 2017.
· You do not have to be an existing student of the Conservatorium to apply.
· Open to all residents of the Greater Western Sydney region (some Scholarships are reserved for residents of the Penrith Local Government Area).
· Applications close 16 December 2016.
· Auditions will be held at The Joan on 18 January 2017.
The Penrith Conservatorium of Music’s prestigious music scholarship program for 2017 is now open for applications. 
Penrith Conservatorium of Music, housed at The Joan, has enriched the lives of the local community for over 27 years through its passion for excellence in music education and performance.  The Conservatorium has an ongoing commitment to developing and nurturing local talent through scholarships offered through a competitive application and audition process. These scholarships recognise talent and future potential, and offer pathways for people to pursue a professional career in music.  Scholarships are open to all instruments including voice, contemporary and classical, and the Conservatorium particularly encourages students of violin, viola, cello, flute, and guitar to apply.

The Conservatorium team of over 20 tutors all have outstanding qualifications as both performers and teachers, offering individual tuition from beginner through to AMEB Grade 8 and beyond to concert standard. Many students go on to become musicians and music educators themselves, while many others enjoy the pleasure and excitement music brings into their everyday lives. Scholarships are offered to enrich individuals’ musical experience and development, as well as to offer pathways into a career as a professional musician. 

2017 SCHOLARSHIPS
The Richard Bonynge Scholarship for all instruments including voice

One scholarship: open to all students and general public.

The Mayoral Scholarship 

One scholarship: open to all students and general public who live in the Penrith Local Government Area only.

Emerging Talent Scholarship  
One scholarship: open to all students aged 12-18.

Malcolm Borland Scholarship - Piano only

One scholarship: open to all students and general public, for piano only.

Regional Talent Scholarship

One scholarship: open to all students and the general public who live in the Penrith Local Government Area and who experience financial difficulty.

Penrith Conservatorium of Music Scholarships  

Two scholarships: open to all students and general public for voice and instrument.

CAN I APPLY?

You do not have to be a current student of Penrith Conservatorium of Music to apply for a scholarship. 
You do need to be a resident of Greater Western Sydney. 
You do need to be Grade 4 or higher for all instruments including voice. 

Certain Scholarships are reserved for Penrith LGA residents only, or have age or financial hardship criteria. 
HOW DO I APPLY?

WHAT HAPPENS NOW?

An audition timetable will be sent by email by 6 January 2017.  There will be no deferred auditions.
WHAT DO I NEED TO PREPARE FOR MY AUDITION?

Candidates need to prepare two contrasting pieces of music that show their musical and technical abilities. The two pieces will be performed back to back with no break, and must not exceed eight minutes length in total. 

Two copies of the music must be presented to the panel at the commencement of the audition. 
Candidates will need to arrange their own accompanist if required. 
WHAT ARE THE AUDITION CRITERIA?

The audition panel will consider the applicant’s demonstration of:

· technical ability; 
· musicality; 
· expression; 
· phrasing;
· sensitivity; and 
· solo performance technique. 
The audition panel will allocate scholarships based on individual performance and the needs of the Conservatorium (eg to build up program/instrument areas).
